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 Earlier this fall the Senate Finance Committee’s International Tax Working Group 
began meeting to develop a set of proposals aimed at addressing competitiveness and 
simplification in the international tax arena.  The International Tax Working Group is 
moving forward in three phases: analysis of the current international tax regime, 
consideration of alternatives for reform, and the development of a bipartisan proposal.
