Tile agreement on petroleum between tho United States of 
America and the Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern 
rreland, stgned in London on Sept. 24, 1945. 

The treaty of frtendshtp, commerce, and navigation betwaen 
the United States of Amertca and the Italian Republic, 
together with a protocol and an additional protocol relating 
thereto, stgnerl at Rom~ on Feb. 2, 1948. 

The convention between the United States of America and 
France, signed at Paris on October 18, 1946, for the avoid­
ance of double taxatwn and the prevention of evasion in 
the case of taxes on estates and inheritances, and for the 
purpose of modifying and supplementing certain provi­
sions of the convention between the two Governments re­
lating to income taxation signed at Parts on July 25, 1939. 

The supplementary protocol, signed at Washington on May 
17, 1948, modifying in certain respacts the convention be­
tween the United States of America and France, signed at 
Paris on Oct. 18, 1946, for the avoidance of double taxation 
and the prevention of evasion in the case of taxes on estates 
and inheritances, and for the purpose of modifying and 
supplementing certain provisions of the convention be­
tween the two Governments relating to income taxation 
signed at Paris on July 25, 1939. 

The treaty of friendship, commerce, and navigation between 
the United States of America and the Republic of China, 
together with a protocol thereto, signed at Nanking on 
Nov. 4, 1946. 

An International Telecommunication Convention wtth 
annexes; a final protocol to the Convention; and Radio 
Regulations annexed to the Convention, with appendixes, 
signed at Atlantic City on Oct. 2, 1947, by the delegates 
of the United States of America and by delegates of certain 
other countries.
