Nos. 13-20); that there be ten
minutes for debate on the treaties, to be equally divided and controlled by the Chairman
and Ranking Member of the Committee on Foreign Relations or their designees; that the
reported reservations  and understandings to the resolutions be considered as having been
agreed to; that no other amendments, reservations or understandings be in order; and that
no motions to recommit be in order;

Provided, further,  That one vote on the resolutions of advice and consent count as
seven votes on the eight treaties; that the President be immediately notified of the
action of the Senate on the treaties; and that the Senate return to legislative session
following the vote. .
